
about the wine: e grapes for this 2009 Amici Cellars Cabernet Sauvignon
have been carefully selected from vineyards from Howell Mountain and St.
Helena to create a Cabernet Sauvignon that reflects the distinctive characteristics
of our world famous Napa Valley appellation. 

2009 vintage: A dry winter led to springtime rains, and the vines responded
vigorously. e near perfect summer allowed the fruit to slowly ripen to perfection,
deepening color and increasing the flavor complexity of the finished wine. We
picked before the mid-October storms and are extremely pleased with this wine’s
depth of color and flavor, balanced acids and smooth tannins.

winemaker notes: is wine displays ample aromas of wild berries along with
espresso and vanilla, while the flavors showcase dark fruits, toffee and mocha.
